Nevertheless, this plan comes with a number of:
DANGERS

(1.) Formality. - Within the confines of plan and structure, we
can have a "form of godliness, but deny its power."

(2.) Self-righteousness. - We can become more pleased with
our task completion rather than with the Word itself

~ (3.) Careless reading - It is easy to read with little purpose or
intentionality and have our reading do us no good at all.

(4.) A yoke to heavy to bear - Many will start this plan with
energy and desire but quickly find it becomes a burden. Better to
shed the plan and be in the Word than it is to abandon the Word.

ADVANTAGES

(1.) The whole Bible will be read in the course of a year. - If we
skip over sections we will be incomplete Christians. Let us hear the
whole counsel of God.

(2.) Time will not be wasted in choosing what portions to read.
- We waste much time trying to figure out where we might hear a
Word from the Lord when all Scripture is God-breathed

(3.) Parents will have a regular subject on which to examine
their children - Family worship is greatly helped when not only are
the Scriptures read, but there is a time of question and answer.
Likewise, this gives friends the opportunity to discuss the same
texts when gathered together.

(4.) Fellowship and Christian love and unity will be
strengthened - Knowing that your brothers and sisters are.
working alongside you is a great encouragement and motivator.
